CITY’S ANNUAL TREE PRUNING  

PROGRAM UNDERWAY 
Program Includes Pruning of City Boulevard Trees 

 

MEDICINE HAT – The City of Medicine Hat Parks and Outdoor Recreation Department has started 
its annual tree pruning program.   

ArborCare Tree Service Ltd. has been contracted by the City of Medicine Hat to prune boulevard 
trees in the following areas of Medicine Hat: 

•  NE Crescent Heights; East of Kingsway Avenue SE from Seventh Street SE to 12 Street SE 
to Allowance Avenue SE; East of Allowance Avenue SE including following streets: Mills 
Street SE, Factory Street SE, Foundry Street SE and South Railway Street SE.; East of 
Maple Avenue SE to Allowance Avenue SE; both sides of Elm Street SE and Queen Street 
SE 

The City of Medicine Hat Parks and Outdoor Recreation Department asks that residents observe all 
traffic and “people working” signs in these areas. 

ArborCare Tree Services Ltd. will be placing “No Parking“ signs along boulevards prior to starting 
the pruning. The City asks residents to not park along boulevards when the “No Parking” signs are 
in place.
